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REASON:

        *The egg floats in saltwater because of Density(weight divided by the amount of space it occupies).The egg has greater density then fresh water,so the egg sinks.

EXPERIMENT 2:ITS NOT EASY BEING GREEN    
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AIM:           To know sunlight is important for photosynthesis hence helps leaves to make food for plant.
APPARATUS USED: Pieces of black paper,indoor potted plant with green leaves,scissors,paper clip,tape

PRESENTATION:

                 1.Cut 2 pieces of black paper big enough to cover one leaf on the plant.

                 2.Sandwich the leaf between the two pieces of paper.

                 3.Clip the paper at the top and tape the sides                  . [image: image6.jpg]



                 4.Make sure that the leaf does not get any sunlight. 
                 5.Wait for 7 days.

                 6.Uncover the leaf.Does it look different compared to rest of the plant.

WHAT HAPPENS:The leaf is much paler than the other leaves on the plant.Now,watch the leaf over the next few days.See what happens to it when it gets sunlight again.

REASON:

                1.If plants don’t get sunlight,they can’t make chlorophyll.

                2.Chlorophyll is the chemical that gives leaves their green color.

                3.Without sunlight,the green pigment gets used up.It can’t be replaced in the leaf.You end up with a leaf that loses its green color,and finally die.
               4.After a week without the covering,the leaf turns green again.

    (Do some object move more easily than others?)

AIM: To learn about smooth and rough surfaces

MATERIAL NEEDED:

                 1.Match box(empty)

                 2. Small wodden block

                 3. Eraser

                 4. Pencil

                 5. Selection of similar objects

                 6. Chopping  board and

                 7. Metal tray.

PRESENTATION:
           1.Put the objects in a line at one end of the chopping board.

                 2.Slowly lift this end of the board until the objects begin to move.

                     (What object will move first?)

                 3.Repeat the experiment but now put the object on the metal trey.

                    (Do the objects move more easily?)

WHAT HAPPENS:

                   Some of the objects will move more easily than others.Feel the ones that move easily.They will feel smooth.Anything rough will not move as easily.

REASON:

                    1.Each surface has a different amount of friction with the surface of the board.

                    2.Anything smooth will slide down first.The smooth sides move easily over the board.

                    3.Rough items make more friction.They will slide more slowly.

                    4.Any rubbery surface will hardly move because it makes strong fraction.
